Oversubscription Criteria
To be used only when there are more applications for places than there are places available.
A child whose Education, Health and Care Plan names the school will be admitted without regard for these criteria.

1. Looked after children® and children who were previously looked after” but immediately after being looked
after became subject to adoption, a child arrangements order, or special guardianship order.

2. Priority will next be given to children based on their exceptional medical or social needs® or those of their
parents.®

3. Priority will next be given to children living within the catchment area set out in our map,!® who are
siblings®! of pupils on roll at this school.

4. Priority will next be given to other children living within the catchment area, on roll at a linked school,
named above.!?

5. Priority will next be given to other children living within the catchment area.

6. Priority will next be given to children living outside the catchment area, who are siblings of pupils on roll
at this school.

7. Priority will next be given to children living outside the catchment area, on roll at a linked school, named
above.

8. Priority will next be given to children of members of staff!* who have been employed at this school for
more than two years or recruited within the past two years to fill a vacancy for which there was a skills
shortage.

9. Priority will next be given to other children.

Tiebreaker i to prioritise applications in the same oversubscription criterion:

b) where distances are equal (within a metre) an electronic list randomiser will be used.

6 These children are Looked After by or provided with accommodation in the exercise of its functions (see the Children
Act 1989 section 22(1)) by a local authority.

7 These children were Looked After until they were adopted (see the Adoption and Children Act 2002 section 46) or
made the subject of a child arrangements order or a special guardianship order (Children Act section 14A). Child
arrangements orders are defined in s.8 of the Children Act 1989, as amended by s.12 of the Children and Families Act
2014.

8 To request this priority, the application must be accompanied by a completed Supplementary Information Form for
Exceptional Need which will include evidence, from a medical specialist or social worker of the need and why the child
must attend this school rather than any other, based on the needs or either the child or parent or of both. If evidence is
not submitted with the application, exceptional need will not be considered.

9 A parent is any person who has parental responsibility or care of the child. When we say parent, we also mean carer
or guardian. Applications do not require both parents to agree on the preference for school.

10 A copy of the catchment area is included in this document at Page 4 and can be seen, in greater detail, at
www.devon.gov.uk/achoolareamaps. There is one catchment area for primary and another, larger, area for secondary
education.

11 By sibling we mean a natural brother or sister, a half-brother or sister, a legally adopted brother or sister or half-
brother or sister, a stepbrother or sister or other child living in the same household as part of a single-family unit.

12 | inked school priority applies only at the normal round to Year 7, not for in-year admissions.

13 This will be any salaried person employed at this school. Where the duties of a member of staff are undertaken at
different schools, there will be admissionspr i ori ty only at one school. This
where he or she undertakes duties for the majority of the time. Where that cannot be identified, priority will be at the
school where he or she expects to work for most of the time in the current academic year. All members of staff are an
important part of the school community. This includes members of staff employed by a third party, whose duties are
solely at the school.
